These
groups are following the
Read, Write Inc pro-
gramme which is de-
signed to meet their
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We will be continuing our topic about Materials. We will learning all
about different materials and their properties. We will be investigating
which materials are more suitable than others for a specific purpose.

In Geography we are focusing on ‘My City

and Yours'. Over this half term, we will be
looking at the city we live in and comparing it to a non- European
city. The children will be looking at the human and physical features
of the UK and comparing them to another non-European city. We
will explore what it is like to live in a non-European city and com-
pare it fo the UK.

In RE we will be answering the question ‘How can we make good
choices?’

The unit starts off by looking at what makes a happy classroom, and why rules are im-
portant. The children will then explore the moral codes from Christianity, Judaism and Is-
lam including the Ten Commandments and the Five Pillars.

Our focus for this half term is
‘relationships. We wiill link lessons
around managing secrefs, resist-
ing pressure and challenging ste-
reotypes. We will continue to look
at how we can work well togeth-

er.
