Pupils will also be
learning about division and
practicing the written meth-
od to calculate division ques-
tions. Children will continue
to build on prior knowledge
and Maths Facts learnt such
as multiples, factors, prime
numbers and square num-
bers especially in their Maths

prayer by Bon Jovi. Our music sessions will consist of: listening and appraising
the song, music warm ups, playing various musical instruments and defining key
music terminology.
