This half term we shall fo-
cus our writing around the
popular story of , ‘The
Great Kapok Tree'. We wiill
be writing a description of
the rainforest and includ-
ing a perspective from the
animails. This links well with
our Geography learning
too!

The non-fiction unit will ex-
plore a balanced argu-
ment on deforestation.
This will include opportuni-
ties of oracy and debate.

In Maths, the classes will
predominately be explor-
ing decimals and percent-
ages. Children will learn
how to understand, com-
pare and convert deci-
mals as well as relate
them to percentages.
They will be working on
skills such as ordering deci-
malls, finding equivalent
percentages and solving
real-life problems.

During Spring 2, every child will participate in Forest School, where they'll

learn about staying safe outdoors, fire safety and risk-taking through fun, hands-on activities. For-
est School will help with the children’s confidence, independence and connection to nature.
On their scheduled day, please ensure your child has wellies or sturdy outdoor shoes.

We will be learning about the

Earth's six major biomes. In addition, we will also ex-
plore the biomes and their specific climates and how
these climates are impacted by their proximity to the
equator, and the amount of rainfall they receive.

This term, Year 5 will be investigating life cycles
and how they differ across various living things. Have you ever
wondered how the life cycle of a plant compares to that of a
mammal or a birde The children will study the life cycles of
plants, mammals, birds, amphibians, reptiles and insects, discov-
ering the unique stages each goes through. Through a variety
of activities, such as observing plants and exploring animal
transformations, the children will gain a deeper understanding
of the natural world.
