We will also be visiting Bradford Industrial Museum to look at the
Victorian homes and to participate in a workshop based around
Victorian houses and chores.

In RE we will be looking at ‘How is new life welcomed’ Children will look
at what is special to the Christian and Islamic communities. This will
include exploring the objects, stories and places of worship.

Our DT topic is ‘Textiles’ and we will be learning the techniques of join-
ing and planning and our end result will be to make a puppet.
